The vet and I had a frank discussion and it as decided that Mouse was to go in for surgery as the vet strongly suspected something was not right around her GI tract. The surgery proved he was absolutely right and part of Mouse’s tiny guts had ruptured internally through a unnatural hole in the mesentery that lines the gut wall. 

Sadly it was all too much for her and Mouse died under the anesthetic. The problems inside her body meant she would have, without a doubt, died anyway if left.
